Garden Therapy Team Visits State Hospital  

Dogwood District members Flo Frey and Barbara Bourque joined Redbud DD Renie 
Faulkenberry , and GCG President Caroline Silcox, f or a p hoto op with staff members 
from Central State Hospital and Atlanta Regional Hospital at the August Garden 
Therapy Workshop in Milledge ville.  (See related article next page.)  
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GARDEN THERAPY FOR 2011  
 

The recent Garden Therapy Orientation Workshop hosted by Central State Hospital in 

Milledgeville August 2-3, 2011, provided attendees from the Dogwood Distri ct with a wealth of 
information on the history of the Milledgeville facility and the us es and needs of ongoing garden 
therapy used in all of the state hospitals in Georgia.  

Ms. Gail Raby represented the Georgia Regional Hospital in Atlanta and invited each garden club 
to visit GA Regional to view first-hand how garden therapy helps hospital clients become 

rehabilitated so that, in most cases, they can become mainstreamed back into society. Since the 
Rome hospital has closed, we are invited to send our project items to Georgia Regional Hospital 
in Atlanta. The mailing address is:

Each of our state hospitals has some ñforgotten clientsò who have no outside family, and our 

garden clubs are encouraged to visit these facilities and take items such as Brownies, cookies, 
candy, etc., to share and interact with the clients. In addition to the well -known projects of felt 

Christmas stockings, felt Easter eggs and Fig Leaf items (underwear), they also welcome old 
magazines, seed packets, cuttings, used garden tools, potting soil, and pots for use in their 
actual gardening efforts. (Some of the items specifically needed for the Fig Leaf project are 

ladiesô sizes 5-7 underwear and larger underwear for men.)  

Orientation attendees were taken on a bus tour of hospital grounds to see both old and newer 
facilities, including the hospital museum; the Pavilion; the new state -of-the-art greenhouse; 

various gardens tended by the clients; the Georgia State Hospital for Georgia War Veterans; 
and the forensic ñtreatment mallsò. The ñtreatment mallsò are treatment-driven, and their 

purpose is to help patients transition back to the regular community by educating them on why 
they are in the hospital; helping them learn to copy management of 
anger/depression/appropriate leisure skills necessary for their return to society; and giving them 

some legal understanding of how to communicate with attorneys, judges, etc.  

During the bus tour we were given a brief history of Central State Hospital in Milledgeville. In 

the 1960s it housed 13,000 patientsðnow there are 450. The grounds once encompassed

worldòðnow it is the third largest in the world. There are 25,000 people buried on t he grounds. 

Many of the old buildings (some dating back to the  1800s) are now being considered by other 
organizations for renovation. 

Our group experienced some very moving moments when three of the hospital clients visited us 

and spoke very appreciatively of how garden therapy helped them learn to plant and harvest 
crops, learn to work with others and transfer that knowledge into areas such as vehicle repair.
